Overarching Ideas
Consider: Regular check-ins with stakeholders to assess management and protection of ORVs and stakeholder values; concern about new sprawling federal processes, so consider stakeholder consultation through the McInnis Canyon Subgroup of the RAC; consider sending individual requests for feedback and suggestions to participants in stakeholder collaborative; Mesa County has regular meetings with BLM, concerns or feedback could be organized through that as well.
Consider: Recommending a stabilized riparian area that is anchored against floods by natural vegetation (willows and the like) to protect ORVs

Consider: Existing management of the flows through this segment is sufficient to protect the values; Compact delivery allows for minimum flows

Consider: Exploring, learning about Colorado River District plan for Shoshone Water call

Consider: Recommending suitability with acknowledgement that current water systems benefit this segment; maintaining those systems benefits water users and the stream and other values
Consider: Maintaining multiple uses as has been done in the past and in considering future uses
