Selection of nominees is based on the criteria below. In addition to the specific criteria noted for each award, all candidates will have contributed to society in ways that reflect the spirit and mission of The Keystone Center and will have demonstrated a history of achievement with the following characteristics:

· Strong sense of vision

· Ability to motivate others

· Dedication to teamwork and consensus, exhibiting respect for all parties and all information available

· The drive and ability to initiate fundamental and long-term positive change 
Additionally, candidates must agree to accept the award in person at the event.

Individual award criteria: 

Leadership in Energy, Environment, Health, or Education
· Candidates may be nominated from any sector (industry, NGO community, foundation, media) 

· Candidate will hold a top leadership position at his or her organization (i.e. President and/or CEO of a corporation; Executive Director of an NGO)
· Candidate will have demonstrated positive impact in the respective policy areas (energy, environment, or public health).

· Candidate will have a proven track record of policy decisions that reflect the spirit and work of The Keystone Center.  

Leadership in Government

· Candidate must hold a current office of government, preferably at a national level.

· In the spirit of independence and balance, we strive to alternate Democratic and Republican awardees annually. For 2012, we are seeking a Republican nominee.
· Candidate must have a proven record of public policy decisions that reflect the spirit and work of The Keystone Center.
